Aesthetic Awareness & Creative Expressions: Courses in the category focus on the development of an esthetic responsiveness to a variety of 
creative art forms including the visual arts, poetry, drama, music and dance. Concepts and fundamental issues of aesthetics from histo rical, 
theoretical and creative perspectives are considered. Students gain an understanding of the conventional designations of stylistic periods, explore 

both personal and cultural concepts of aesthetics, and develop their own creative works and vision. (Students must complete a  minimum of two 
three credit course by completing either one three-credit course or three one-credit courses.)  

 
Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion: Courses in the category provide students with greater cultural competency through the s tudy of the many forms of 
diversity in society, including ra ce, ethnicity, gender, age, religion, language, abilities, sexual orientation, socioeconomic s tatus, and geographic 

region. Issues of equity and inclusion are also emphasized. (Students must complete a  minimum of two DEI designated course, one of which must 
be at the 200 level or above.) 
 
Individual & Society: Courses in this category give students an understanding of how societies form, evolve and sustain themselves through the 

continuing interplay between the individual and the group. Students explore issues related to human development, personal identity, group 
dynamics, social and institutional change and cultural diversity. Civic engagement and responsibility are emphasized.  
 

Global Issues: Courses in this category prompt students to examine topics such as politics, the environment, technology, history, health, and 
economics from an internationally guided approach. Students s tudy how various social, religious, political and economic syste ms and movements 

influence international relations and the global economy. Contemporary relevant i ssues will be addressed.  
 
Literary Perspectives: Courses in this category provide exposure to a  variety of genres and styles of writing, both past and present. Students learn 

to engage and respond cri tically to test by extracting meaning and analyzing themes, concepts, and s tylistic elements. In addition, students develop 
their own academic writing skills, effectively organizing, supporting and expressing their ideas with an awareness of audience, purpose and the
